Flag News

We’ve designed an “official” flag for ORCOBA! This flag will be used at “official” functions on the beach and at other public relations events, as well as helping to establish our identity and presence as an advocacy group on the beach. This flag is not to be confused with the yellow flag, which is used to identify individual members participating in the “safe spot” program. The “safe spot” yellow flag is incorporated into the official group flag, which also includes yellow sun on a blue field.

The goal was to come up with a design that was distinctive but uncluttered. After numerous concepts and revisions, we found this one to be eye-catching but not too busy, yet symbolic of our group’s vision and focus. 

At long last, the new version of the yellow flag made its debut on the beach on July 4. Within the next couple of weeks, our website will have information on ordering them. The new ones feature a red vertical band on the hoist side, with “ORCOBA” in white letters.
We’ve decided to offer these flags for the introductory price of $5 each, plus $1 shipping if ordered by mail. We want to make these as affordable and available as possible, while still recouping production costs. All profits will go directly toward funding ongoing ORCOBA projects and activities, including the production of more flags. (At the end of this season, we will evaluate costs and adjust the price of the flags if necessary.)

We will probably make the official ORCOBA flag available for purchase as well, once production bugs are all worked out. Several folks have asked about having one for their boat, for instance. Obviously these flags will be a bit more expensive, since they are stitched and printed on a piece-by-piece basis. Stay tuned for more information in the near future.
A Yellow Flag Progress Report

To date, several people have been instrumental at making the yellow flag program work as designed at Collins Beach. Two key participants reported that out of two dozen or so instances involving inappropriate activity on the beach, all were resolved calmly and without conflict. In all of these cases, someone had requested the assistance of someone with a flag to help address a problem with individuals displaying unwelcome behavior. The message being conveyed to the “perpetrators” is that they are welcome to join the beach community if they can abide by the standard guidelines of conduct and etiquette. If they are unable or unwilling to do so, they are asked to leave, or risk being reported to law enforcement. 
Naturists are taking pride in and ownership of their beach, and are helping to keep it a safe and fun environment for everyone!
If it quacks like a duck…

This week at Collins, we personally encountered a rather atypical but questionable individual. An elderly man, claiming to be 85 years old, was wandering the beach, introducing himself to numerous women and couples. He claimed that his wife of 60 years had very recently passed away, and he was lonely. Whenever he’d find a sympathetic ear, he would turn the focus of the conversation toward his enjoyment of the company of younger women, and the admiration of their bodies, and so on. After talking to other people, we discovered that this same individual has been frequenting the beach for several seasons and using the same story, occasionally being rather bold in his conversations. He typically seeks out younger women or couples on the beach, and then stakes out a spot right next to them before striking up a conversation, positioning himself so he gets the best possible “view”. If he meets a “brick wall” in his efforts, he moves on to another “target” somewhere on the beach. 

The point here is that if someone’s behavior makes you feel uncomfortable in any way, no matter how harmless or unintentional it may seem, you are well within your rights to say something. In the case of this particular person, he has evidently been capitalizing on the sympathy of people to earn their trust and attention, subsequently pushing the limits of common decency as far as he can. He apparently gets away with this tactic often enough that he still keeps it in his bag of tricks. Don’t let him get away with it with you!
