Adopt-A-Highway Update
Following our first Adopt-A-Highway cleanup in September, we are pleased to announce that our signs have been installed along our adopted section of highway, Interstate 84 between Rooster Rock State Park and Corbett, Oregon!  
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Motorists will now see these signs as they drive I-84 by Rooster Rock. Visitors to Rooster Rock will catch the signs as they head to the beach, as well as on their way back home toward Portland.  The goal of these signs is to help identify the presence of a local advocacy group dedicated to the protection and preservation of public-lands nude recreation, as well as our environment. 

The Oregon Department of Transportation has offered us the stretch of highway for three years, with the option of renewing our commitment indefinitely. Our Adopt-A-Highway commitment requires us to complete an average of four cleanups per year, so we hope to organize one every three months or so as weather permits. Our next cleanup is tentatively slated for sometime shortly after the first of the year.

This consists of viewing a 20-minute video and signing a liability release. Once you have completed this, you are eligible to participate in any future clean-ups. We plan to offer these safety meetings throughout the year, normally as part of our quarterly ORCOBA get-togethers. The next opportunity is scheduled for December 10; see below.

From the journals of Lewis & Clark:

November 4, 1805

The party camped on an island. Lewis borrowed a small canoe from local indians and with four men took her to a lake on the island, where they enjoyed an after-dark hunt. The lake was teeming with swans, brants, geese, and ducks.

The island in question was named “Wappato” by Lewis & Clark, for the prevalence of wild wappato plants growing there. The island was later re-named Sauvie Island, after Laurent Sauvé, who operated the Hudson’s Bay Company’s dairy on the island, supplying Fort Vancouver. This month marks the bicentennial of Lewis & Clark’s first landing on what is now known as Sauvie Island, and the surrounding territory.
A weary Captain Clark writes in his journal the next morning…

November 5, 1805

... Rained all the after part of last night, rain continues this morning, I slept but verry little last night for the noise Kept dureing the whole of the night by the Swans, Geese, white & Grey Brant Ducks &c. on a Small Sand Island close under the Lard. Side; they were emensely noumerous, and their noise horid ...
