Reported problems on the beach were few during the month of August, especially considering the sizeable crowds found on almost every weekend. There were a few medical incidents; two cut feet, a dislocated elbow, and an individual feeling disoriented and weak. And, one of our Collins regulars experienced an acute, violent attack of intestinal illness, following the accidental ingestion of river water which, as luck would have it, occurred the same day a sewage spill from upstream happened to pass by the beach.

So, as they say…don’t drink the water!


ORCOBA’s largest event to date took place on Labor Day, September 4, with our annual potluck at Collins Beach.
Jim (a.k.a. “Hairy Homer”) and his wife Carol (a.k.a. “Marge”) are regulars at Collins Beach, and are very active in supporting family-friendly nude recreation and naturism at Collins and elsewhere. Tragedy has befallen Jim and Carol’s family this past week. Their son, Matt, was involved in a serious vehicle accident last Saturday which nearly claimed his life. An hour elapsed before he was even discovered, and by then he was unconscious and had lost a life-threatening amount of blood. Fire and rescue crews had to use the Jaws of Life to free him from the wreckage, and he was flown by Life Flight helicopter to Oregon Health Sciences University. Between the helicopter ride and emergency surgery, he required over thirty pints of blood, roughly triple the volume of blood normally in the human body. His injuries included a torn aorta, and extensive abdominal and spinal damage. 

Word of the news spread across the beach the morning of Matt's accident. Twenty minutes later, the beach community was already looking at ways to help this young man and his family. There was no question that something should be done; it was just a matter of what and when. We had already been planning our regular ORCOBA Labor Day potluck at Collins Beach, which was coming up in two weeks. It was decided to hold the potluck in Matt's name, and turn it into a fundraiser. We extended plans to incorporate a prize raffle as well, with all proceeds going to help Matt's cause.
             
We were a bit worried that two weeks might not be enough time to make things happen, but as it turned out, there was nothing to be concerned about. We were immediately flooded with offers to help, from as far away as the east coast.

The Naturist Society sent a huge box of stuff for donation to the raffle. Several regulars from the beach stepped up with donations of their own, and also began canvassing area businesses for donations. Matt's family donated supplies for the potluck, and Jim's cousin donated a set of beautiful prints painted by his wife, a noted artist who passed away only two months ago.

Peggy and I took a wild stab at how many people to expect, so we bought 120 big hot dogs and buns, and hoped that with the contributions of other folks, we'd have an adequate spread for the potluck table. The response was overwhelming; people brought side dishes, desserts, fruit, appetizers, condiments and drinks...and in addition to the hot dogs, we had pork loin and chicken going on the grills as well. Six large tables and three big canopies were barely enough to accommodate all of the food, and another canopy and table array had to be set up for all of the raffle prizes. Several small tables and chairs with umbrellas were even set up for sit-down dining...all that was really missing was the strolling Mariachi band.

It turned out that the mass quantity of food that was assembled was perfect. When the dust - or sand - settled that afternoon, we had served around 175 people, and sold about 900 raffle tickets. And we raised $1654.00 for Matt...about triple what we had hoped to achieve. The funds will go toward Matt's needs, which will best be determined by his doctors and family in the coming days and weeks as he recovers from his injuries.

The positive vibes were far-reaching that day. From one end of the beach to the other, naturists – longtime regulars and first-timers alike - showed their support, concern and compassion for a young man who was dealt a tragic hand two weeks ago. A scant few have even met Matt; many had not even met his father, Jim, until today. But that stopped no one from doing what they could to help make a difference. It mattered not that Matt was a stranger to them; what mattered was that a family member of the Collins Beach community was hurting, and the beach community had an opportunity to help in some small but significant way.

In the days that have followed, I have seen the word "family" used by several people to describe the genuine compassion and spirit that was shown at Collins Beach this past weekend. I can't think of a better word to describe the beach community, and it just goes to show that a family isn't necessarily defined by a DNA strand.

Thank you to everyone who contributed to the day…for helping with set-up and take-down…for spreading the word to others on the beach…for canvassing and procuring prizes for the raffle…for providing items for the potluck table…for food preparation…for money handling…for selling tickets…for generous cash donations to the cause…for helping with raffle operations…and for just being there! And thank you to Nicky Hoffman and the office staff at The Naturist Society for their generosity and concern, and for their continued support for our CO beaches, and those who enjoy them, out here in the Pacific Northwest.
